BHORAMDEO-A HERITAGE 1

Bhoramdeo is a thousand year
old temple situated in Kawardha
(Kabirdham) district of
Chhattisgarh and 125 Km from
Raipur. This temple is dedicated
to Lord Shiva. The temple stands
as a piece of art between the
Maikal mountain ranges, which
connects the forest of Kanha
National Park and Bhoramdeo
Wildlife Sanctuary .The temple
was built by the ex-ruling family
of KAWARDHA, during the period
of 9th century by LATE RAJA
MAHABALI SINGH. There is a
glimpse of Khajuraho temple, in
this temple; hence this temple is
also called the “Khajuraho of
Chhattisgarh”.

The temple faces east. It is a
beautiful example of the civilian
style. The temple can be entered
from three sides. It is built on a
single big stone which is five feet
high. There are three entrances,
which lead directly to the

All pillars are very
beautiful and artistic. On each
pillar, there is a “keecha”, which is
handled by the roof.

People of our country
and tourists from abroad, come to
visit it every year.

The government has recently introduced
a stimulus package of 20 trillion rupees.
While India’s fast-growing economy
faces an atypical slowdown shrinking as
much as 45 per cent annualized in the
second quarter of 2020 according to
Goldman Sachs, hence spending on
everything isn’t the best option as of yet.
Whilst most of the businessmen are
highly unsettled after the introduction of
the cosmic package, the government’s
diagnosis is absolutely right. To address
an issue like a crisis in the aggregate
demand a bigger stimulus, would have
been the preferred choice but the
situation here is not the same. Until the
times become bright, our country needs
less economic activity than before. The
more significant job on the government’s
end, is to have the ability to pay in
essence its ability to absorb risk and
provide liquidity. India’s rescue package,
Is structured around these strengths. It
includes the promise, for example, of
roughly $40 billion in collateral-free
loans to small businesses, which would
be completely guaranteed by the
government.

It’s a mistake to limit such loans to
existing borrowers. For instance, when

lots of smaller businesses may want to
borrow for the first time but we can see the
government’s rationale. People who
believe their business will recover, can take
on a loan for payments that they have to
makeup; banks will be happy to cover them
since they’re being underwritten by the
government. Instead of the government
figuring out whom to pay to reopen the
economy, banks and businesses, will take
the decision.

Due to the focus on liquidity support and
risk underwriting instead of across-the-
board spending, the debt of India is under
control. Most importantly, the government
has proved to be assiduous by not reversing
decades of painful institutional reform and
demanding the Central Bank, start
monetizing its debt. That would have spelt
the death knell for India as a mature
economy and sent borrowing rates for
everyone, through the roof!

The arguments mentioned above are not
presented to pat at the back of India as a
nation but to make the current situation
transparent to our readers. These are
chaotic times and unprecedented
challenges and we are nowhere near a
permanent solution but we as responsible
citizens, definitely have the right to
criticize the government but just playing
the blame game will not help us as the
government truly endeavours to elevate the
nation from the current level of distress due
to corona.
