Hello everyone! Covid-19, as we all know it, is
so hazardous a pandemic, which spread so
quickly that one didn’t know whether one had

Corona or not! |, as a doctor, faced many
challenges. There were a lot of patients of
Covid-19, who outnumbered all the patients |
had diagnosed in my whole career! There were
a lot of people who suffered endlessly as they
stayed for 14 days of quarantine and many of
them succumbed to the disease, as they could
not withstand the pandemic.

It was so cataclysmic for everybody working
there. But we, the doctors stood on our ground
firmly and did our duties as true Corona Warri-
ors!

Lastly, | appreciated the people who acted like
good Samaritans as they brought their kith and
kin for treatment. We treated them well and
